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Starting as early as the Fall 1998, the HEAL Program will require all data submissions to be year 
2000 compliant. In order to accomplish this we will require all date fields to occupy 8 positions 
and be in the format YYYYMMDD. The exact date for the switch to the 8 position date fields 
has not yet been determined but it will coincide with the transfer of the HEAL database from the 
current Model 204 System to an Oracle based System. Lenders/holders/servicers will be given a 
minimum of 60 calendar days' advance notice to submit data conforming with the 8 position date 
fields; we will not accept data with the 8 position date fields before then. 
 
We encourage you to plan for necessary changes in your data systems to meet this new HEAL 
data submission requirement.
